	Category 1: Reducing violence against young children

	Violence against young children can take many forms. It includes situations where young children are direct victims and where they are witness to violence especially against/between their parents or loved ones as in domestic violence.

The different forms of violence include: 

a) physical abuse: corporal punishment, physical aggression (hitting, shaking, kicking, biting, pinching, pulling ears, shoving, restraining, slapping, throwing objects), child labour;

b) Sexual abuse: rape, molestation, defilement, sexual touch by others, sexual exposure (to sexual acts, private parts of others, pornography, etc.); 

c) emotional abuse: shouting, insulting, demeaning, controlling or domineering, witnessing violence especially against parent/loved one, intimidation, stalking, passive/covert abuse, denial of food; and

d) Neglect: failure to provide boundaries (guidance and limits) for unacceptable behaviour, deliberate failure to meet the basic needs – food, love, shelter, human interaction, clothing, health care, and education, economic deprivation and denial of play opportunities. 

Other forms of violence include: female genital mutilation, forced labour and child sacrifice – all of which include both physical and emotional violence.

	Category 2: Improving physical environments in which young children live

	These refer to the places and spaces where young children 8 years and below spend their time whether within their homes, schools, communities and places where they receive services such as health. Improving children’s physical environments thus involves efforts to improve the quality of such environments and/or efforts to prevent children from getting diseases.

	Category 3: Promoting quality of early learning

	Learning begins at birth; some say even earlier, for example, in utero (i.e. in the womb) children learn to recognise their parents’ voices, or music their mothers listen to.  Early learning is the process through which children from birth to 8 years acquire physical, mental, emotional, and social skills and knowledge. That process happens wherever children spend their time, whether that is within and outside the home or school.  
In order for that learning to occur, young children need to be provided with opportunities that enable that to happen. For example, in order to develop fine physical/motor skills, young babies need to be constantly provided with things to play with and hold/handle; in order to learn to trust and to love, young children need to experience care and affection from constant primary caregiver(s); for young children to master language, they need to be talked with; and through interaction/play with other children (and adults), young children acquire social skills (sharing, being mindful of others, etc.). As they grow old enough to go to school, young children need to be prepared to enter formal schooling. It is therefore essential that adults and others taking care of young children provide them with the opportunities to talk, explore, play and interact with others within and outside the home.
